Front doctor – 

Balkan war (1912-1913),

First World war (1915-1918)

The year was 1912. Dr Stamen Grigorov as a sanitary lieutenant went to his military unit. But at the front lines thousands of Bulgarians died. One of them would be his brother Hristo. He would come back from the front after being heavily wounded and the infection would send him to the grave.

But this would happen later.

Now we are going to follow the uneasy path of the chief of the South Front Field hospital - the sanitary lieutenant Dr Stamen Grigorov. He would receive a military cross for bravery and would be promoted to the rank sanitary captain.

For him are things would pass along his mind without leaving special signs. Other event would occupy his thoughts. The front paths were strewn with dead bodies – enemies and Bulgarians.  What ever being the aim of the war it had ruthless laws – each minute people were killed no matter if they were Turkish or Bulgarians. 
 Dr Stamen Grigorov took care of hundreds, thousands of wounded soldiers and people dying of hunger. Or of cholera.

Although being pressed by the all-day-round work burden his observant eye did not miss a fact – the starving soldiers who ate mould crusts of bread could escape from the cholera’s paws. The mould bread - Dr Stamen Grigorov knews that – he had observed it long time ago – has got  penicillium fungi.

After the end of the Balkan war Stamen Grigorov was demobilized and again he took the managing of Trun hospital. The dying and dead people here were much less than at the Front field hospital.

Unfortunately, one of them would be his brother Hristo. He was not demobilized and straight from the Turkish front he was transferred to the Serbian where the Inter Alliance war was raging. And somewhere on the Kaliman field in West Macedonia a shell-splinter wounded irremediable the soldier Hristo Grigorov. And he was only 32 years old. A fatal wound, although the tremendous efforts of the best doctor he had even wished - his own brother.

But the fronts would drag Dr Stamen Grigorov on their tragic paths. Ferdinand would again fasten Bulgarian army rickety cart to one of the fighting countries. And like the previous time – to the loosing ones. Dr Stamen Grigorov was again the manager of the Military field hospital of the South front – this time in Petrich region. But here as well as at the other fronts, at the end of the war a cholera epidemy burst out. The fight against it was started by sanitary major Dr Stamen Grigorov accepting all the risks for his own life. But here, in contrast to the other fronts, this fight was most successful. The life of thousands of soldiers and peaceful residents of Petrich region was saved. The acknowledgement came with the Bravery order, the highest in Bulgarian army and with Golden Military Red Cross awarded by the Bulgarian Red Cross.
